The City is the recipient of a Land Conservation Partnership Grant provided by the Missouri Department of Conservation Outdoor Recreation Infrastructure Program for assistance in construction of an archery range at the Macon City Lake property. The grant is for 50% of the project cost or $19,350.00, whichever is less. The project cost estimate is $38,700.00 with the City’s portion being in-kind match of 12,800 and a cash match of $6,550.00 (of which $6,000 has been pledged in donations from National Turkey Wildlife Federation, Whitetails Unlimited, Quails Forever, and Creed Archery).
